Job Vacancy & Wage Survey, 1st Quarter 2023

Nova Scotia Highlights

The number of job vacancies in Nova Scotia decreased by 13.5% to 18,765 in Q1 of 2023. The
vacancy rate is the same as one year ago (there were 18,375 vacancies in Q1 of 2022).
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e Job vacancies in Q1 of 2023 in Nova Scotia decreased by 2,935 (-13.5%) compared to
